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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

11 Introduction

Pondicherry University is a Central University established by an Act of Parliament (No. 53 of 1985) on
16" October 1985 as a teaching-cum-affiliating institution. Located on a verdant and sprawling campus of 780
acres on the East Coast Road along the Coromandel Coast, it is at about 12 kms away from Pondicherry town
and 160 km south of Chennai, thus having easy accessibility. The University’s vast jurisdiction covers not only
the Union Territory of Puducherry comprising the regions of Puducherry & Karaikal (in Tamil Nadu), Mahe (in
Kerala) and Yanam (in Andhra Pradesh) but also Andaman & Nicobar and Lakshadweep Islands, making it a
unique representation of the cultural and linguistic diversity of the nation. A total of 95 colleges in all these areas
are affiliated to Pondicherry University, making it also one of the largest affiliating institutions of higher learning
in south India. Under Graduate & Post Graduate Programmes are offered in a comprehensive coverage of study
fields encompassing Medicine, Nursing, Dental Sciences, Paramedical Sciences, Engineering Technology,
Law, Sciences, Humanities and Education.

Research Facilities

Free analytical facility was provided to all research students in the Central Instrumentation Facility. More
analytical facilities were created in the Departments/Centres during the period under report.

Publications

The Faculty published/edited 96 books, 927 research papers in reputed national and international
journals during the year.

The total number of publications, being 4834, with citation index of 9.04 and h-index of 74 with 43,699
citations of publications by our Faculty, is well above many of the renowned Universities in the country.

Under the auspices of properly registered societies, journals such as International Journal of Economics
and Management Sciences, Visva Bharathi and Yatra publish quality research articles regularly. The University
also brings out regularly a Students Journal entitled, “Prerana”, University Newsletter.

1.4 Library

The collection in the Ananda Ranga Pillai Central Library is not only vast but varied so as to cover all
fields of knowledge required. The traditional information resources are being gradually supplemented by the
electronic resources, in keeping with the progressive pedagogical changes.

The Library’s commendable collection includes 4,97,264 books (including Print: 2,22,358 and Electronic:
2,74,906), a digital library of e-books, e-journals, e-databases, e-theses, etc., which are all accessible through
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the library portal. There are 38,011 Journals (Print: 13,292 & Electronic 24,719). The total number of e-resource
usage during the year was 12,61,795.

The Pondicherry University Central Library is one among the few pioneering libraries of its kind to make
special electronic provisions for reading equipment for the visually challenged.

3.3 Resource Mobilization

During the period, the University received from the UGC Rs.17,328.67 lakhs under Annual Allocation,
Rs.2,782.83 lakh under Plan, Rs.2,329.63 lakh under Earmarked Special Fund and Rs.2,993.99 lakh under
Debts, Deposits & Advances.

3.4 Projects

During the period under report, 33 projects were sanctioned (a detailed list is provided in Chapter 15)
from various funding agencies to the tune of ¥1713.32 lakhs.

3.5 Horticulture activities

The Horticulture Wing of this University is functioning with 01 Technical Officer in the Cadre of
Horticulturist, 01 Junior Assistant, 03 in the Cadre of Junior Field Assistant, 01 Technician (Civil), 04 Drivers,
03 Horticulture Attendants, 18 Contract Labourers on consolidated basis for attending various horticultural
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activities and also for maintaining the gardens & tree vegetation. The main motto of the Horticulture Wing is to
maintain the ecological balance, protect the environment, improving Bio—aesthetic value and also to maintain
the greenery of the entire University Campus with living atmosphere.

Major Achievements (2017 — 18):

b The already planted tree saplings around 10,043 nos. under the thane cyclone grant to compensate
loss of thane cyclone fallen trees in the University campus were maintained upto September, 2016
and the maintenance operations were graduatly stopped w.e.f September, 2016 to February, 2017
(ie. two years of AMC in total) as recommended by the committee nominated for this purpose.

b The maintenance operations for already developed gardens in 112 locations in total throughout
the University Campus were maintained thro’ outsourcing by the contractor to keep the Campus
green and to improve bio-aesthetic value of the Campus environment.

d This department have already submitted details regarding requirement of addional man power to
carryout pending field works to safeguard the already planted tree vegetation from Thane Grant as
well as the horticultural related important field activities especially to safeguard the already planted
young tree saplings to a population of around 10,043 nos.

b Site clearance work and displaying of potted plants and other function related works like floral
decorations were attended for various University functions like 25th Annual Convocation function,
new University building inauguration, International / National Seminars / Conferences, etc., held
in the University Campus..
