Varsity launches lecture series to
raise awareness on G20 summit

.Pondicherry  University
has launched the city’s first
event celebrating India’s
G20 Presidency with a ‘Un-
iversity Connect’ conclave
on Monday. The ‘Universi-
ty Connect, Engaging
Young Minds’ lecture se-
ries organised under the
auspices of the University
Grants Commission aims at
creating awareness among
students, faculty members
and staff on G20 summit to
be held in India in Septem-
ber, a press note from the
University said.

Seshadri Chari, mem-

“India can contribute in
rethinking the old develop-
mental paradigms based
on hegemony and hierar-
chy in favour of an ap-
proach based on partner-
ship and egalitarianism”,
he said.

Air Marshal M. Mathes-
waran, AVSM VM (Retd),
chairman and president,
The Peninsula Foundation,
Chennai, said India’s stra-

tegic location in Asia and

Indian Ocean affords it the
potential to emerge as a
leader that could replace a
coercion-based Eurocen-
tric model of expanding
clout to one based on mul-
tilateralism and propose a
universal, global and hu-
manitarian interpretation
of the world order.

Pondicherry University
Vice-Chancellor Gurmeet
Singh, said India has
shown the world that it is
possible to co-exist and
progress with non-bellige-
rent ties, through sharing
and co-operation rather
than following the hege-
monic model of domi-
nance and power.

A. Subramanyam Raju,
Dean (International Rela-
tions) highlighted the sig-
nificance of the G20, a
grouping of nations that to-
gether accounted for
around 90% of global GDP,
80% of global trade and
two-thirds of the world’s
population.

The presidency of the
forum provided India an
opportunity to present it-
self as a reliable partner
from the global south par-
ticularly in these times
marked by financial uncer-
tainty, climate crisis and
war-related conflicts and
trust deficiency among
countries. The theme of -
‘One Earth, One Family
and One Future’ can offer
innovative and functional
approach of harmony,
hope and happiness and
navigate trust by reiterat-
ing India’s ancient tradi-
tional values and ethics
that see the world as one
large solidarity, he said.
