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ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

Eligibility for the UG Program: 

 

1. A student who wants to join the first year of this course should have studied FRENCH as 
second language at Higher Secondary level (or its equivalent in other boards) 

2. Students holding a “Baccalauréat” or “French Brevet” are also eligible to join the first year. 

3. In case the student has not studied French as second language at Higher Secondary level, 
the student shouldeither: 

a) have studied French from VIStd to XStd at the School level. 
(OR) 

b) have passed the A1 DELF examination conducted by the CIEP, Paris. 

 
 

Duration of the Program: 
 

The duration of the UG (Honors) program is 4 years or 8 semesters. If a student wants to leave after 

the completion of the first, second or third year, the student will be given a Certificate, Diploma, or 

UG Degree respectively, provided they secure the prescribed number of credits (as given in table 
below). Students who exit with a Certificate, Diploma, or UG Degree are permitted to re-enter within 

three years and complete the Honors program. Students may be permitted to take a break from the 

study, and they are allowed to re-enter the program and complete the program within the stipulated 

maximum period of sevenyears. 

Awarding of Certificate, Diploma, Degree, and Honors Degree: 
 

Certificate in French: Students who opt to exit after completion of the first year and have earned a 
minimum of 42 credits will be awarded a Certificate in French if, in addition,  they  complete work 

based vocational course / internship of 4 credits during the summer vacation of the firstyear. 

Diploma in French: Students who opt to exit after completion of the second year and have earned a 

minimum of 84 credits will be awarded a Diploma in French if, in addition, they complete wok 
based vocational course / internship of 4 credits during the summer vacation of the second year. 

B. A.,French Degree: Students who wish to discontinue after the 3-year B. A French program 
will be awarded a Bachelor of Arts in Frenchafter successful completion of three years, 
earning a minimum of 124 credits and satisfying the minimum credit requirements as 
mentioned in the tablebelow. 
 
B. A FrenchHonors: Students who complete the 4-year B. A., French Honorsprogram will be 
awarded a Bachelor of Arts Honorsin Frenchafter successful completion of four years, earning 
a minimum of 164 credits and satisfying the minimum credit requirements as mentioned in the 
tablebelow.
